30th anniversary sign, remember past board 
members and pass a good time.

Thanks to the Public Service Com-
mission and especially Commission-
er Skrmetta, the Recreation District 
received a grant to replace aged 
HVAC units in the lobbies of the 2 
gyms, District offices and Castine 
Center with energy efficient units. 
The grant also included changing 
out all of the florescent lights in the 
Park, all roadway lighting and all 
sport lighting in the 7 gyms. The 
work will continue through the end of 
the summer with all the installations.

In 2019 the Recreation District #1 Board of Com-
missioners voted to lower their millage rate.The 
Board felt that it  was important to always try to 
reduce the millage for the taxpayers. This com-
ing year the District will assess a total of only 7.25 
mils which is down .05 mils from the previous year.  
These millages pay for operational cost of Rec-
reation District / Pelican Park  / Castine Center.

Pelican Park has part-time positions available.

Facility Staff Park – Starting pay at $9.50 per hour
Evening and weekend shifts working with the public, distributing paperwork and 
uniforms, checking in officials, setting out game balls and scorebooks, handling 
complaints and incidents and other assigned tasks. Flexible hours.

Facility Staff Castine Center – Starting pay at $9.50 per hour
Support staff needed to work events in The Castine Center in Pelican Park. 
Responsibilities include opening and closing the building, janitorial duties, assisting rental 
groups as needed and overseeing the building. Mostly evening and weekend hours, some 
weekday. Flexible hours.

Concessions – Starting pay at $7.50 per hour
Evening and weekend shifts working in the Park’s concessions stands. 
Must be 15 years old.  

Applications available online or in the Park office, Monday – Thursday 8am – 6pm and Friday 8am - 5pm
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Recreation District #1 is a 
free standing governmental 
agency. The District is support-
ed by a property tax paid by 
the residents and businesses 
within the Recreation District. 
The general boundaries of the 
Recreation District are Lake
Pontchartrain on the south 
side, the Tchefuncte River 
on the west side, Big Branch 
on the east side and Three 
Rivers Road on the north 
side. The District, which 
operates Pelican Park, is 
under the Direction of 
a 7 member Adminis-
trative Board and staff.

If you forget, the lights 
will take up to 10 minutes to cool down then 
up to another 10 minutes to come back on.

Pelican Play-up Policy 
The Park no longer allows play-ups for leagues with combined age groups. This change is to keep with the philosophy that was set years ago by the Board of Commissioners 
that restricts three age groups, with the exception of high school age players, from playing together in the same league. The philosophy was established for player safety 
and development. This means that parents will not have the option to play their child up if the age group they are moving into already has two ages combined. (Example, a 
10-year-old player could not move into the 11-12 age groups.) Play-ups to single age groups will remain a parent’s choice.
