Recreation District #1-Pelican Park has been serving the
community for 30 years!! Thanks to the original “dreamers”,
thousands of volunteer coaches, board members and Park
staff, the impact the Park has made on this community is
HUGE!

From a facility point of view, the Park has gone from 50 acres
to 330 acres. We originally had one gym and now have 7
gyms. We started with 6 baseball /softball fields and now have
15 game and practice fields. We originally had 6 football/soccer fields and now
have 17 game and practice fields. The community had no event space, and
we now have the 46,000 square foot Castine Center for fundraisers, Project
Graduation, shows and meetings. The Park road was originally gravel and with
only one gravel parking lot. We now have over 4.6 miles of paved roadway with
paved parking for 1,700 cars.

These accomplishments are great, but in my opinion, the accomplish-
ments that really matter are the effect that this Park has had on hundreds
of thousands of children and families in this community. The Park was,
and is a safe place to run and play, be a kid, create family memories, ex- .
